leMu - Undergraduate students enrolling prior to Fall 2008 are covered by The CMU Promise, a 5-year guaranteed tuition plan. Graduate students and undergraduate students
enrolling Fall 2008 and beyond will have tuition rates set annually by the Board of Trustees. For graduate students, an additional $12/credit hour is assessed for most Physical
Therapy courses.

2EMU — A General Education Program Fee of $14.00 per credit hour is assessed on each 100 level course in Mathematics, Communications, English, and Science. All Military
Science courses are assessed a $10.70 per credit hour fee. Program fees are assessed for 300-499 course level courses at the following rates: Foreign Language = $39.75 per
credit hour. Education (all), Health & Human Services (except Nursing), Fine Art (all) = $45.75 per credit hour. Science (Biology, Chemistry, Computer Science, Mathematics,
Physics, Astronomy), Business (all), and Technology = $52.00 per credit hour. Nursing = $66.00 per credit hour. All other courses (not covered above) = $27.50 per credit hour.
Online course fees are $43.00 per credit hour for all online courses. There is a Student Teaching Fee of $135.00 per class. 700+ level courses are assessed a $76.50 per credit
hour fee in Leadership & Counseling. All other 700+ level courses are assessed a $27.50 per credit hour fee.

3FESU — Over a two-year period, Ferris has transitioned from a block rate structure to a per-credit hour structure. Due to a discount block rate provided to continuing students last year,
the increase in the average full-time tuition rate is calculated to be 14.3 percent for FY2008-09. The increase in the university's per-credit hour rate is only 6.4 percent.

4L.SSU — An additional $60/cr. is assessed for all engineering courses. An additional $20/cr. is assessed for all chemistry courses and an additional $20/cr is assessed for all chemistry,
nursing and paramedic technology courses. An activity course fee of $20 per credit is applied to one-credit courses in music and recreation.
Medicine, Music, Theatre and Dance, Natural Resources & Environment, Nursing, Pharmacy, Public Health, Public Policy, Social Work.

SMSU - Starting in Fall 2008, the Matriculation and Energy Fees are combined. The combined fee will be phased out in three years. At the beginning of Fall 2011, there will be no
matriculation and energy fees, and tuition will be accessed based on per credit rate only.
A mid-year tuition increase of 1.2% will be applied Summer semester 2009.

SMTU - Engineering & Computer Science undergraduates taking fewer than 6 credits and graduate students taking fewer than 5 credits are assessed a program fee of
$285/semester. Engineering & Computer Science undergraduates taking 6 credits or more and graduate students taking 5 credits or more are assessed a program fee

of $570/semester. The Engineering/Computer Science program fee applies to all students in the College of Engineering - all majors except Applied Geophysics, Geology, and
Geophysics and to all students in Computer Science in the College of Science and Arts. This fee does not apply to first-year students. The Graduate Resident and
Non-Resident per credit rate for Applied Science Education and on-campus Peace Corps students is $391/credit. Graduate Resident and Non-Resident per Credit Rate for
Graduate Students who are in the Research Only Mode is $189/credit.
